I nspections, Violations and Code Requirements

Notice of Planned I nspection

California Health and Safety Code Section 1840@rhended and effective 1/1/2000, requires
mobilehome/manufactured home enforcement agenciesiter and inspect mobilehome parks to
ensure enforcement of the Mobilehome Parks Act.e Talifornia Department of Housing and
Community Development, Division of Codes and Stadslavill be conducting an inspection of the
general areas, buildings, equipment, and utilisteays of your mobilehome park, as well as each
individual lot. A NOTICE OF PLANNED INSPECTION haseen posted in a conspicuous
location within the mobilehome park. The inspectwill be conducted within thirty to sixty days
of the "Date Posted" shown on the NOTICE OF PLANNBRISPECTION. At least 30 days prior
to the inspection of the mobilehome park, an i written notice of the inspection will be
provided to each resident. You have been prowd#dan inspection orientation video tape and it
shall be made available to residents upon request.

Using this Booklet

The Department issues this booklet to the operatoifseir representatives prior to the Department's
inspection and contains important information akibet inspection, violations, and related issues.
The Department encourages operators of manufacturete/mobilehome parks to review the
information beginning on page four (4) on how tspect your park facilities for possible violations,
many of which can be easily corrected before th@abiment's inspection.  Park violation
information begins on page four (4) and Resideslation information begins on page eight (8).

Note: The terms “Unit” and “MH-unit” used througltahis booklet are the new referenced terms
for manufactured homes, mobilehomes, multi-unit uf@ctured housing, and recreational
vehicles as defined in the California Code of Ratjoihs, Title 25, Division 1, Chapter 2,
Article 1, Section 1002. For clarity they are reped below.

MH-unit: A manufactured home, mobilehome, or mutit manufactured housing.

Unit: A manufactured home, mobilehome, multi-undamafactured housing, or recreational
vehicle.

Bookletsfor Residents

You have been provided a supply of booklets desigpecifically for residents of manufactured
home/mobilehome parks. The Department requestyadlia@ssue one booklet to each park resident
as soon as possible. The resident booklet is a&imml design and provides much of the same
information contained in this booklet except itdisommon resident violation information.

Note: In manufactured home/mobilehome parks whaere@perator or responsible person is not
available, the resident booklets will be distriloLite each resident by the Department.



Scope of Inspection

The inspection will include the park's general ardauildings, equipment and utility systems for
proper maintenance and code compliance. Inspeatitmts will include proper identification of lot
lines, park owned utilities, utility connections @ach home, accessory structure maintenance,
separation, and setback requirements, use of éxteosrds, fire hazards, rubbish and other health
and safety issues. The inspection may also inaducleeck for current registration of the MH-units
in your park.

Request to Accompany | nspector

Upon request and approval by the assigned parleatsp one park representative and one
resident representative may accompany the inspdatorg the initial inspection. The privilege
of attending the inspection is at the sole disoretif the inspector.

Interior Inspections

Under normal circumstances, the Department willi@ogéntering homes while conducting the
inspection. The inspector may request entry onlgmdonditions observed from the exterior of a
home suggest a potential hazard and or substaodadition exists within the home. However, the
right to grant or refuse entry into a home is uth®resident or homeowner.

If the inspector requests and is permitted enkwy,resident or homeowner will be asked to sign a
statement acknowledging permission. The granteahipsion will be for the inspector's entry only.
If entry is refused, the inspector may seek a bea@rrant in order to gain entry based on the
possible existence of a hazard or substandardtemndi

All park buildings and equipment enclosures shalbbcessible for interior inspections at the time
of the planned inspection.

Preparing for I nspections
In preparation for the inspection you should tdiesfollowing steps:

1. Properly identify the lots by letters, number street address numbers. The lot
identification must be in a conspicuous locatiogirfg the roadway. If the lot
identification is to be installed on the wall sudaof a unit, the wall surface nearest the
roadway shall be used. See California Code of Réiguk, Title 25, Section 1104(a).

2. Permanently mark all corners of each e California Code of Regulations, Title 25,
Section 1104(c). Please note lot lines shall motteated, moved, shifted, or altered
without written authorization of the registered @mnof the units on the lots affected, if
any, and the local planning agency or after July2Q05, by a permit from the
enforcement agency in accordance with Title 25j@@d 105. The Department accepts
the identification of recognizable lot line locat® verifiable through a recorded
assessors map or similar legal document.

3. Post all emergency information and the eyamddress, and phone number of the
Mobilehome Ombudsman. See California Code of Reiguis, Title 25, Section 1122,
and the California Civil Code, Section 798.29.



4.  Prior to the preinspection conference you shbakk been contacted by a Department
representative requesting a list containing theenafmreach park resident, their mailing
address, evidence of current registration, anddbistered owners name and address, if
different than the resident. If you have not preddhis information, the inspector must
receive this information from you at the preinsmettconference prior to leaving the
park.

5. Instruct all residents to display current regisbn decals or license plates on the exterior
of manufactured homes and mobilehomes. In lieanoéxterior decal or plate, current
registration documents may be presented to the ribepat inspector or temporarily
displayed on the inside of a window in the residembme until the inspection of their
lot or the park is complete.

6. Advise residents to read their booklets andeaistheir own lots for violations and take
corrective action.

7. The Department will provide a video to the pagerator during the preinspection
orientation. This video tape shall be made avaléblpark residents upon request. The
video tape will be picked up by the inspector &ter date.

Notice of Violation

If the Department's inspection discovers a viotatin the park, on a lot, or home requiring
correction, a Notice of Violation will be issued byS. Mall listing the violations to be corrected.
The park operator and the responsible personeaélive a Notice of Violation listing violations. A
separate Notice of Violation will be issued to eperk resident responsible for their violation(s).
resident violations remain uncorrected upon a spention, a copy of the Notice of Violation issued
to a resident will be provided to the park operaod or responsible person. (Reference: Health
and Safety Code, Section 18420 (b)(1))

Time Allowed for Correction

The Notice of Violation will allow sixty (60) calelar days to correct most violations. Violations
that present an imminent health and safety hazmasenting an immediate risk to life, health, or
safety will be required to be corrected immediately

Reinspections

After the expiration of the time allowed for cortiea, the Department will conduct a re-inspection
to verify compliance with any issued Notice of \&tbn.
A Final Notice of Violation will be issued for remaining violations.

Posting of Park Responsible Violation(s)

A copy of park responsible violation(s) will be pe$in a conspicuous location in the mobilehome
park common area. The posted park Final Notic&iofations shall only be removed by the
Department when the violation(s) have been cordecte
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| nspector Identification
The City of Hemet should be wearing a shirt or @diearing the City’s logo. The City’s

inspectors also carry identification cards withirtiacial photograph. To ensure the privacy and
safety of park residents, you may ask the inspdotadentification.

L egal Actions
Legal action to obtain a misdemeanor convictionféilure to comply with an issued Notice of

Violation is avoidable. Such action is taken omtyen a park operator or resident refuses to make
corrections of conditions presenting hazards topants of the park, homes, or the general public.

Itemsfor the Park Operator to I ngpect

Prior to the Department’'s inspection, the Park @jer may eliminate many violations by
inspecting the park grounds, facilities and equiptmend making appropriate corrections. The
Department will cite the following conditions ifdad to endanger life, limb, health and safety of
the public and occupants. Use the following infaioraas a guide for your inspection.

1) Lot Electrical Service Equipment

The lot electrical service equipment supplying poteeeach unit should be inspected for
adequacy and safety to insure that:

a. The lot electrical service equipment receptaafelor breakers or fuses are rated in
accordance with the rating of the unit’s electrgyatem.

b. The breakers or fuses are not rated greatethiednt's wiring system.

C. The lot electrical service equipment, if exposethe weather, must have a weather-
tight enclosure approved for damp or wet locations.

d. Park or lot electrical service equipmernthwexposed electrical parts must be
provided with a cover. Cover all exposed parts@ng any unused opening.

e. The wiring which supplies power to the lots thes capacity to properly supply the
unit installed on the lot.

f. The grounding of the lot electrical equipmenedpstal, receptacle, junction box,
etc.) does not have loose or unprotected grounesyyparticularly at the grounding
rod.

g. The lot electrical equipment (pedestal, recéptganction box, transformers) is

protected against physical damage by posts, ferwimgher barriers as approved by
the enforcement agency..

The box-type lot electrical equipment is secuied 4 x 4 redwood or pressure
treated post (or equivalent). Deteriorated or enokosts must be replaced with a
post set into the earth not less than two (2)dedtstabilized by a three and one half
(3 ¥2) inch-thick concrete pad extending at least(6) inches on all sides of the

post.

The lot electrical service equipment does natehlaroken or missing receptacles.
Broken receptacles must be replaced and missiegtades must be installed.

Mobilehomes and recreational vehicles with poeads shall not be wired directly.

Park Electrical System

The general park electrical distribution systemuthde inspected to insure that:

a. The support poles for overhead systems are atiegud that at least an eight (8)
foot clearance is provided between the conductmtdlfze unit’s roof.

b. The exterior equipment is weatherproof andttierie are no exposed internal parts.

C. The electrical equipment and circuitry is cleadlentified and permanently marked
as to the space number or use.

d. Exposed conductors are protected against plhyd&raage by installing materials
such as conduit.

Fire Safety

The park should be inspected for fire safety tanashat:

a.

The existing fire suppression equipment, suchydsants and hose reels, has been
tested and certified and is in operable condition.

Each lot has a three-quarter (34) inch hosedilire suppression in addition to the
connection for the unit.

Accumulations of refuse, garbage, rubbish, delstich as paper, leave, dry grass,
weeds, scrap wood material, or other combustibkemads are removed.

In parks constructed after September 15, 198dets must be at least 32 feet in
width to allow parking on one side of the streat] 40 feet to allow parking on both
sides of the street.

To allow on street parking in parks construgiedr to September 15, 1961, streets
must be at least 22 feet in width if parking i®a#éd on one side of the street, and
30 feet in width to allow parking on both sidegla# street.

To retard the spread of any fire, units areda@bminimum of six (6) feet from a unit,
permanent buildings, combustible accessory buikdiog structures or building
components on an adjacent lot, and at least tB)dedt from lot lines not bordering
a park roadway.

Manufactured Home/Mobilehome/Recreational Vehftlnit) Lots
Park lots should be inspected for identificatiomsure that:

a. All lot corners are identified by permanent esrmarkers visible at grade and
installed in a manner that does not create a hazBetmanent markers shall be as
prescribed in Title 25, Section 1104 (c), and nmayjude rebar driven eighteen (18)
inches into the ground, pipe, and saw cuts in curbs

b. All lots are identified with letters, numbers, atreet address numbers. The lot
identification must be in a conspicuous locatiawirig the roadway. If the lot
identification number is installed on the wall sind of a unit, the surface nearest the
roadway is to be used.

C. Lot lines shall not be created, movedftexsh or altered without the written
authorization of the registered owners of the umitshe lots affected, if any, and the
local planning agency or after July 1, 2005, byeanpt from the enforcement
agency in accordance with Title 25, section 1105.

d. The total number of lots in the park does nateed that which appears on the
annual permit to operate. Procedures are availaldenend the permit to operate to
reflect current usage.

Animals in the Park

Inspect the park for loose domestic animals. Dagsther domestic animals, and cats
(domestic and feral) shall not roam at large (fieehe park. Lots and park areas are to be
maintained reasonably clean of domestic animalevast

Approval Insignia Required on Rented Homes

A manufactured home constructed on or after Jupn&9B and offered for rent, sale or leased must
bear a HUD Label. A mobilehome manufactured betvtbe dates of September 1, 1958 and June
15, 1976 that is sold, offered for sale, rentedeased within this state must bear the Department’
Insignia. If a manufactured home does not beaHt® label, the owner must apply to HUD’s
Office of Manufactured Housing Programs at (202) 8-8823 or e-mail at
http://www.hud.gov/offices/hsg/sfh/mhs/mijslabelsicff the unit is a mobilehome, the owner of the
mobilehome must apply to the Department for angospn of the mobilehome to obtain an insignia.
The label or insignia represents that the unit ma$ the minimum construction requirements in
effect at the time of manufacture. The label oiginist may be found at the rear of the unit or i th
area near the front door.

Note: A Recreational vehicle or park trailer whistrented or leased must bear a label or insignia
indicating the manufacturer's compliance with thgprapriate ANSI Standard, or a Department
insignia issued prior to January 1, 1999. It wit be possible to obtain a replacement insigniafor
recreational vehicle, or park trailer, or obtainiasignia by inspection from the Department for a
recreational vehicle manufactured on or after Janlial 999.

Grading

Grade or fill common areas, lots, and roadways wépressions or low spots where water
will accumulate.

Post Emergency Information

You are required to post an "Emergency InformaBailietin”, listing the correct telephone
numbers of the Fire Department, Police Departmerieeriff's Office, Park Office, the

responsible person for operation and maintenandeycement agency, locations of the
nearest fire alarm box (when available), park locafstreet or highway number), and
nearest public telephone.

You are also required to post the Department is®ethit to Operate in a conspicuous
place.

Park Lighting
The park lighting should be inspected to insuré& tha

a. The roadways and walkways within the park halexaate and operable lighting
during the hours of darkness.

b. Sufficient artificial light is provided to adeately illuminate every recreational
building, laundry and buildings containing toilgbsiblic showers and the area of the
park when in use during the hours of darkness.

Park Gas System
The entire park gas system should be inspectedepaited as needed to insure that:

a. The park gas system, its equipment, or lot gesice equipment, is protected
against potential physical damage, such as vetnaffec.

b. There is adequate clearance around a liqued&dlpum gas tank installed on the
lot. Minimum clearances from the filling connectior vent to sources of ignition,
direct vent appliances, and mechanical ventilatiomtakes shall be:

1. Ten (10) feet for purposes of filling.

2. Five (5) feet to pressure relief valve and talv® must be directed away
from the openings in building below the valve

3. The tank may not be located in areas less t@&ad&pen for ventilation.

Note: Lot electrical service is not considereaarse of ignition.

The gas supply equipment on individual lotsusthde inspected, and repaired as needed, to
insure that:

C. The gas meter is adequately supported by melaaspost and bracket, or other
approved means that provides equivalent and indigmisupport and not by the gas

piping.

d. The lot gas riser, shut-off valve, and or meterot located under a unit, or habitable
cabana, accessory building or structure, or isnnnaccessible and/or un-vented
location.

Note: Ventilation of not less than fifty perceB0%o) shall be provided if lot gas riser, shut
off valve and or meter is located in an enclosedtion.

e. Unused lot gas outlets, even with a shut-offeahre capped or plugged to prevent
accidental discharge of gas.

f. Any and all gas leaks within any part the park’'s gas system are repaired
immediately.

Permits

Permits must be obtained for the construction teraion of any structure, electrical,

mechanical, plumbing, fuel gas or fire protectioquipment or system in the park.

Correction of some violations noted in this bookiedy require a permit. If you have

guestions, check with the enforcement agency.

Park Sewer Drain System

The park sewer drain system should be inspectedtioe that:

a. Unused openings, such as lot inlets and clets-axe capped or plugged so that the
system is maintained leak free and gas tight. $@akhe park sewer drain system
must be repaired immediately.

b. Sewer system vents, when installed, are magdawith a minimum two (2) inch
interior diameter vent extended a minimum of ted) (feet above grade. Vents
must be adequately supported and secured.

Park Water System

The park water system should be inspected to irtbate

a. Each lot is provided with a water sex\acitlet delivering potable water.

b. The park water system is free from leaks. kealkhin the park's water system
must be repaired immediately.

C. The lot water service equipment is protectedinggavehicle damage by posts,
fencing, or other barriers approved by the enfoer@ragency.

Park Buildings

Inspect all park buildings for structural integrifyroper sanitation, weather protection, and
the safe operations of the plumbing, mechanical gdectrical systems.

Prior to the Department’'s inspection, thekpaesidents may eliminate many violations by
inspecting their lots and facilities. The followirs a list of commonly found resident violations.
The Department will cite these conditions if foundendanger life, limb or health and safety of the
public and occupants. Use the following informatsna guide for your inspection.

Power Cords

A unit that is powered through a large rubber-ab#gpe electrical cord should be inspected
to insure that:

a. The covering on the cord is not cracked or tetded.

b. The area of the plug is not damaged or pullimgyafrom the cord.

C. The cord has not been cut and spliced.

d. The power cord plug has not been removed andaifteis not directly wired to the

park electrical service.

e. The power cord is listed and approved for matufad home/mobilehome or
recreational vehicle use.

f. The cord is not buried in the ground or encasexbncrete.

g. The unit does not have more than one power gopd.

h. An approved adapter (not more than 12 inchésnigth) in use prior to July 7, 2004,
will be allowed its continued use provided it istalled and maintained in a safe

operating condition.

I. The power cord is not rated less than the aetattload of the unit. Example: The
units cord is rated at 30 amperes and the unititod@ amperes.

Feeder Assemblies

A unit that is electrically connected the lot eteatl service by a flexible metal conduit
(feeder assembly), should be inspected to insate th

a. The conduit is not buried or in contact with ¢agth.

b. The conduit provides continuous, complete ptimecof the electrical conductors
inside.

C. No more than one "feeder assembly" is utilizestipply power to your unit.

Wiring Methods
The general electrical conditions affecting the should be inspected to insure that:

a. Extension cords are not used in lieu of permaweing. If there are appliances or
other equipment installed outside a unit which meqaontinuous electrical power,
an approved wiring means must be provided.

b. The cables and conductors for electrical wirmggalled outside a unit are protected
against physical damage by installing materialf stscconduit.

C. The electrical equipment installed ootdas approved for wet or damp locations.

d. All the parts or components of the electricalipopent of the unit, or equipment for
accessory uses, are installed so that no enengareslare exposed.

e. The lot electrical service equipment is accéssiBemove any storage or permanent
construction which obstructs access. Unobstruetatdting clearance of at least 30
inches wide by 30 inches deep and 78 inches hiflom of the lot electrical service
equipment is required.

f. The unit is electrically grounded to yeat electrical shock.

If you believe that one or more of the abownditions affect the electrical system of your
unit, it is recommended that you consult a protessi for assistance and correction of the
condition. Permits are required prior to the inatedn of any electrical wiring.

Debris and Combustible Storage

The area under and around the unit is to be inspeeind any accumulation of rubbish,
combustible debris or stored material or accunaiatf paper, leaves, dry grass, scrap
wood material, etc., is to be removed.

Appliances

Appliances installed outside of a unit are to lEated out of direct weather, such as placed
under an awning. Electrical power to an outdogliapce is to be provided only through a
permanent wiring means; extension cords are natitied.

Emergency EXxiting,

To assure safe exiting during an emergency, reraoyeobstruction which would prevent
the exterior doors from opening. Hasps and padldict are installed on the exterior of
your home are to be removed; exit doors which aockdd from the outside cannot be
opened trapping you inside.

Multiple Units on a Lot

Only one unit may be installed on an indlinl lot. Exception: A self-propelled
recreational vehicle or truck-mounted camper mapdied on the lot when it is used as a
means of transportation. The self-propelled uralymot be connected to any utilities or
interconnected to the other unit on the lot. A pamintended for truck mounting, may not
be removed from the truck and placed on the lottruk camper shell is not considered a
camper.

Mobilehome or Recreational Vehicle Setbacks ftamnLines

A unit must have the required three (3) foot cleeeafrom a lot line. If the unit is placed
within three (3) feet of lot line relocation may teguired.

Registration

A MH-unit is to be currently registered and is teptay the appropriate registration, license
plates, or local property taxation decal. Dismaidence of the current registration or local
property taxation status or provide evidence tgomk management or to the Department of
Housing and Community Development inspector.

Approval Insignia Required on Rented Homes

A manufactured home or mobilehome offered for reale or lease must bear either a HUD Label
a state insignia issued by the Department. Replane verification for HUD labels on
manufactured homes constructed after June 15, 183%,be obtained through HUD’s Office of
Manufactured Housing Programs at (202) 708-6423 ore-malil at
http://www.hud.gov/offices/hsg/sfh/mhs/mjslabelsicfif the unit constructed between September
1, 1971 and June 15, 1976, the owner of the mabitehmust apply to the Department for an
inspection of the mobilehome to obtain a stategmai The label or insignia represents that the uni
has met the minimum construction requirements fiecefit the time of manufacture. The label or
insignia may be found at the rear of the unit dhmarea near the front door.

Note: A Recreational vehicle or park trailer whistrented or leased must bear a label or insignia
indicating the manufacturer's compliance with thgprapriate ANSI Standard, or a Department
insignia issued prior to January 1, 1999. It wit be possible to obtain a replacement insigniafor
recreational vehicle, or park trailer, or obtainiasignia by inspection from the Department for a
recreational vehicle manufactured on or after Janlial 999.

Substandard Manufactured Home/Mobilehome orda¢ional Vehicle (Unit)

A unit in substandard condition may be ordered reeddrom a park unless the substandard
conditions are repaired. Substandard conditiorladedbut are not limited to:

a. Structural hazards such as deteriorateorsflobuckled walls, deteriorated roof
members, etc.

b. Electrical hazards such as bare wires, unpemtecables/conductors, open splices,
etc.

C. Improper plumbing such as leaking figur

d. Mechanical hazards such as un-ventedmoperly vented gas appliances.

e. Faulty weather protection including leaks in thef, broken windows, damaged
siding, etc.

Animals

Domestic animals shall not roam free in the pauk tie ot maintained reasonably clean of
domestic animal waste.

Gas Meter

The gas meter provided on the lot must be accesaita in a well-ventilated location.

Gas Connectors

The condition of the gas system connector shouldnbpected. It should be a single
flexible gas connector not over six (6) feet ingtm listed for exterior use, and must not be
buried or otherwise in contact with the ground.

Propane Gas Tanks

When a unit is supplied gas by external liquefiettgdeum gas (LPG) tank(s), the tank(s)
should be inspected to insure that:

a. The total of all tanks on the lot do not exceed hundred twenty-five (125) US
gallons. If the total exceeds one hundred twenty-€125) US gallons, the more
restrictive provisions of the Unfired Pressure \ée&afety Orders, California Code
of Regulations, Title 8, Chapter 4, Subchapterdyldapply.

b. LPG vessels are secured to prevent accidengal tavning. Provide an approved
method to secure and support LPG containers arsgigege.g. secured to the unit’'s
hitch, support post, or other approved means)

C. There is adequate clearance around the LPGIvastadled on the lot. Minimum
clearances from the filling connection or vent turges or ignition, direct vent
appliances, and mechanical ventilation air intaitesd| be:

(1) Ten (10) feet for purposes of filling.

(2) Five (5) feet to pressure relief valve andwalye must be directed away from
the openings in building below the valve.

(3) The tank may not be located in areas less3@&mopen or under the unit.

Note: Lot electrical service is not considered arse of ignition.

d. LPG vessels are not stored inside or beneathurite or a habitable accessory
building, or an accessory structure that is nohapere than 50% for ventilation.

Gas Lines

If the gas piping system has been extended to tb@&cpark’'s gas inlet, the extension pipes
must be supported. Support the pipe with metafjd@anat maximum intervals of four (4)
feet.

Water Heaters

The water heater of the unit should be inspectedhfoimum safety requirements to insure
that:

a. The gas water heater is properly vented toxtezier of your home.

b. Access to the water heater is unobstructed.

C. The water heater compartment is weditjtet.

d. The water heater has a functional presemmperature relief valve. Valve piping
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Note:

shall be extended to the underside of the MH-uith galvanized or copper pipe the
same size as the valve opening.

e. There are adequate openings into th@adment for combustion air.

f. The water heater has the required clearances ifsovent and water heater sides to

any combustible walls.

If you believe there is a problem with yowater heater or its installation, it is recommended

that you refer to the water heater manufacturemmegeendations or consult a professional.

Permits

If any of the following changes have been performéthout a valid permit, you are
encouraged to obtain a permit prior to the Depantimgark inspection in order to avoid
possible penalties:

C. supported at four (4) foot intervals;

d. constructed of minimum schedule 40 ABRSStgc, approved for drain and waste..

e. Recreational vehicles which are conmkicie ot drain in a park for more than three

(3) months must have a sewer drain connection stimgiof a minimum of schedule
40 ABS plastic piping approved for drain and wadskéexible hose type drains for
recreational vehicles are only acceptable for teargoconnections and are not
approved as a permanent connection.

Water Supply Connector

inspected to insure that:

Handrails for Stairs

Any stairway to an MH-unit or accessory structuteck, porch, room addition, etc.), more
than 30 inches above grade should be inspectedtioel that the handrails comply with the
following:

a. Stairs serving porches having the floor mora tB@ inches above grade shall be
equipped with intermediate rails spaced not moaa thine (9) inches or more than
four (4) inches for stairs constructed after JulgQ04.

b. Handrails shall be not less than 30 inches arenikan 34 inches in height, as
measured vertically from the nosing of stair treamsnot less than 34 inches, nor
more than 38 inches in height if constructed altdy 7, 2004.

C. Handrails and intermediate rails shalstsucturally sound. Secure any loose rails.
Skirting

The skirting of a MH-unit should be inspected teure that the ventilation and access under
the manufactured home/mobilehome complies with:

a. A minimum 1% square feet of ventilation is regdifor each 25 linear feet of
skirting. The openings for ventilation shall beypded on at least two opposite
sides as close to the corners as possible.

b. Where wooden materials are used fotiisggirany wood in contact or within six (6)
inches of the earth must be decay and insectaasisbod, such as redwood.

C. When skirting is installed, an undepflaccess panel is required. The panel must

Stairways

The stairways at each required exit door are requio be safe and stable and should be
inspected to insure that:

a. The stairway risers are a minimum of f@l) inches and do not exceed eight (8)
inches in height and all risers must not vary byariban 3/8 inch.

b. The stairway treads are not less than ninen(®es in depth and all treads must not
vary by more than 3/8 inch.

C. The stairway width shall not be less than thdthviof the door and any new
construction must comply with the California BuridiCode.

Stairway Landings

A stairway landing is required when an exterior doba MH-unit swings outward and
should be inspected to insure that:

a. The landing, as required, is no lower than dieirich below the bottom of the
home's door.
b. The landing width and length size isleses than the door width.

Awning or Carport Enclosure

Awning enclosures are permitted for recreationalargly, and any combustible components
must be a minimum of three (3) feet from a lot Jimgcept a lot line bordering on a
roadway.

Awnings/Carports
The awnings and carports of a MH-unit should bpeeted to insure that:

a. Missing, damaged, or unanchored supports aeereepand are installed within 12
inches of vertical.

b. Combustible awnings and or carports shall beéranmmam setback of three (3) feet
from a lot line and not less than six (6) feet framy combustible unit, accessory
building, structure, or building component on ajaeent lot. Awnings and carports
may extend to the lot line which borders a roadway.

C. Wooden awnings and carports are free standifgaee a permit for the attachment
to the unit.

d. Metal awnings and carports do not ptajeer the lot line.

e. All non-combustible accessory structures mushtaa a minimum of three (3) feet

from any unit, or accessory building or structuneao adjacent lot.

Cabana (Room Additions)

Room additions should be inspected to insure thatimmam standards for weather
protection, electrical wiring, plumbing, and stuwel integrity are met. Also assure that
there is at least three (3) foot separation tdahine.

Storage Cabinets (sheds)

Guidelines for storage cabinets (sheds):

a. A permit is not required if a storagbinat (shed) is not in excess of 120 sq. feet.
b. A combustible storage cabinet (shed) may nah&lled within three (3) feet of a

lot line, except a lot line which borders a paradway.

C. A noncombustible storage cabinet (shed) maynsilled to the lot line provided it
is at least three (3) feet from a MH-unit or acoegstructure on an adjoining lot.

Miscellaneous Structures

Guidelines for garages, greenhouses, and storalgens::

a. The setback to the unit is a minimum of sixfét; however, garages and storage
buildings with one hour firewall construction mag bdjacent to the unit on the
same lot.

b. Combustible construction of the garage,emgeuse, or storage building is a

minimum of three (3) feet to the lot line, exceptere the garage, greenhouse, or
storage building borders a roadway within the park.

C. The structural system is adequate agdaal condition.
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The handgrip portion of the handrail shall not be less than 1 1/2

inches nor more than 2 inches in cross-sectional dimension or the
